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Registration Time!

CCS has asked that parents of students that are absent from day care to call 1 866-320-8720 (the automated telephone system) to record absences or you can make corrections using a “six-day window” to go back and correct missing attendance days on the swipe system.  
Missing days must be brought current first. Remember, children must be swiped in for attendance before they can be swiped out. 

After school students must be swiped “in” and “out” at pick up!  “SAF” documentation is recorded and saved in the system.  Give all “check out slips” to the attending teacher before the release of children.
